Minutes — April 24, 2019

Call to Order — Mr. Daly called the meeting to order at 6:02pm and announced that the
Borough Council met in executive session prior to the meeting to discuss a personnel issue
regarding the Fire Department and the Firehouse Project. Mr. Gillette offered the
meeting prayer and led the Pledge of Allegiance.
