Minutes - August 29, 2018

Call to Order — Mrs. Slocum called the meeting to order at 6:00pm and Mr. Flick offered the
Meeting Prayer and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call - The following members of the Borough Council were present; Eugene Cerutti, Jessie

Citizens To Be Heard - The following citizens addressed the Borough Council;

Virginia Johnston, 301 North Lehigh Avenue — Ms. Johnston addressed the Borough

Jarrett explained that any future expansion of the parking lot would only extend to
Cross Street.
